1. Take Hwy. 580 to the Bay Bridge, and cross the Bay Bridge to San Francisco. 

2. After you cross the Bay Bridge, stay on the freeway west until you get to Hwy. 101 south. 

3. Take Hwy. 101 south toward San Jose. 

4. Go about two (2) miles south on Hwy. 101, and look for the Hwy. 280 South exit . 

5. Take Hwy. 280 south toward Daly City. 

6. Go about four (4) miles south on Hwy. 280, and look for the John Daly Blvd. exit.   

7. Take the John Daly Blvd. exit . 

8. Get in the right lane immediately, as you will be turning right. 

9. Go to the first (1st) light, which is John Daly Blvd. .   

10. Turn right on John Daly Blvd. and head west.
